Chapel Highlights

On Friday, Feb. 20 the junior class was in charge of
planning chapel. After leading us in prayer and song, they invited
Courtney Korenstra (Casey's sister) to speak to us about how she
tries to "make some noise" at her job as an inner city middle
school teacher. She is challenged every day by the situations
from which her students come. She is surrounded by unbelievers,
and she strives to live her life as an example to those around her.
She challenged us to think about how we portray Christianity to
those around us. Unbelievers often make judgments about all of
Christianity by the actions of the one or two Christians they may
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know. Courtney insightfully said, "You may be the only 'Bible'
they ever read!" So we need to make some noise by living our
lives in such a way that unbelievers are attracted to Christianity,
not turned away.

This week we met in our small groups again for chapel.
We talked about friendships. Specifically we looked at the
example of David and Jonathan's friendship in the Old
Testament. We read that Jonathan shared his tunic, sword, bow
and belt with his friend. We also read that Jonathan said good
things about David to his father, Saul, when Saul wanted to kill
David. We then talked about how we could apply David and
Jonathan's example to our own friendships. We talked about how
we should share with our friends and stand up for them. We
talked about being there for our friends through the rough times.
And we talked about showing our gratitude to our friends for what
they do for us, not taking them for granted. Finally, we were
challenged by the words of Jesus in John 15:12-14, "My
command is this: Love each other as | have loved you. Greater
love has no one than this, that he lay down his life for his friends.
You are my friends if you do what I command."
