From the Desk of Principal Mark Luckey 
I was recently reading an e-mail from Villages of 

Hope, the Zambian orphanage that we have partnered with.  In 
the e-mail, I read the following: 

Bicycles 
We had one bike for the children and it was in 

constant use.  One of our visitors bought 3 more and the 
children love riding the bikes around.  One of the bikes has 
training wheels for the little children, so they are learning as 
well. This has been an amazing blessing.  
   
 I couldn’t help but think, “Wow, I can’t wait until 
they open up the container a couple months from now and find 
15 bikes!”  It is always nice to know that your gifts are 
meeting a real need. 
  But what happens when we never find out whether or 
not we have met a real need?  What happens when we never 
see the results of our labor, or the results are less than we 
hoped for?   In Hebrews 11, the author notes that the “heroes 
of the faith” did not “receive the things promised; they only 
saw them and welcomed them from a distance” (vs. 13).  It is 
our faith that allows us to leave the results to God.  It is our 
faith that allows us to work hard, respond to God’s call, do 
what we feel he is calling us to do, and yet not become 
discouraged by the results.  How freeing!  However, we don’t 
usually take advantage of this freedom.  While most of us 
want God to be in control, we often lack the courage to 
actually let him be in control.  We think that the results are up 
to us, and we carry the burden of the results on our backs. 

Some years ago there was a very popular Christian 
song called “Thank You.”  The song reminds us (as Scripture 
also does) that there are rewards for what we do that we 
simply will not see on this earth.  May we have the courage to 
wait, as the heroes of old did, and welcome our rewards “from 
a distance.”  May we strive to let God have full control over 
every aspect of our lives and ministries.  Only then can we be 
forever free of the burden of the results. 

 
Chapel Highlights 

This week the sophomore class was in charge of 
planning chapel.  After leading us in song and prayer, they had 
arranged for Matt Nash to come back and speak to us.  (Matt 
Nash was our POP week speaker this year.)  Matt focused on a 
story from 2 Kings 6:8-23.  In this story we see that the king 
of Aram was at war with Israel.  However, Elisha had such a 

close relationship with God that he was able to tell the 
Israelites where the Arameans were going to attack next.  
Matt's message to us was to keep our eyes open to see how 
God's spirit is working in our lives and to see what God would 
have us do next.  Elisha's eyes were open to God, and as a 
result, Israel's neighbors were able to see God's power and 
mercy at work in the Israelites.
