If you walk into our science lab this week, you might 
think we have a new staff member or perhaps a substitute teacher. 
 This past Tuesday, in front of over 70 cheering students and 
teachers, Mr. Visser shaved off his beard (with some help from 
five somewhat reluctant students).

Sometimes a tremendous 
amount of testing is necessary to find out what is really going on 
inside a person.  Medically speaking, mankind has gotten very 
good at eventually, through all the testing, figuring out what’s 
wrong. But that’s about the extent of our abilities when it comes 
to looking inside people.  We are not nearly so good at reading 
someone’s heart.  In 1 Samuel 16:7 we read that “Man looks at 
the outward appearance, but the LORD looks at the heart.”  Only 
God knows what is in a person’s heart, what is in his soul.  I’m 
convinced that even we ourselves don’t fully know what is in our 
own hearts.  But God does, and he loves us where we are at, even 
when we are not very healthy.  I’m grateful for a God who not 
only heals us physically, but also emotionally and spiritually and 
in every other way.  He makes all things new and creates in each 
of us a clean, new heart. Like the spring rain, he refreshes and 
renews us and prepares us for the heat of summer, which 
invariably comes.  May we all be encouraged by him and entrust 
our problems, great or small, to his care. 
 

Chapel Highlights 
This week Mirf spoke to us again in chapel.  (He came 

once early this year too.)  He spoke to all the area schools this 
week in connection with the Sonic Flood concert this Friday 

night.  In fact, he started a story that he wouldn't finish unless we 
came to hear him speak before the concert.
