A little over two weeks ago, on September 23, a group of 
PCHS students gathered around our flagpole before school to pray 
(see photo below).  They were participating in the annual See You at 
the Pole prayer meeting.  These student led prayer meetings have 
been going on around school flag poles throughout the US for almost 
twenty years, and millions of high school students participate each 
year.  This movement, designed to encourage students to pray for 
their school, their teachers, and their fellow classmates, has been 
primarily something that public school students have been involved 
in.  Why is that? Public school students don’t have the opportunity, 
for the most part, to pray inside their school, so they tend to make the 
most of an opportunity such as See You at the Pole to gather together 
outside their school to pray.  That might explain why our students, 
and Christian school students in general, have not been as motivated 
to participate as their public school counterparts.  We can easily take 
praying in school, as well as other spiritual activities such a Bible 
reading, chapel, and religion classes, for granted. When we do this, 
we can become complacent and lose the fervor for Christ and for 
Christian education that we once had. That’s why I am excited to 
have our students participate in events like See You at the Pole.  
When we move beyond doing only what we are required to do as a 
bare minimum, when we pray because we are passionate about 
bringing our needs before a God who listens and responds, when we 
sing praises to a God who created this world and everything in it and 
is Lord over all of it, then we grow.  I believe with all my heart that 
our students will grow as they serve, sing, pray, study, play, and 
perhaps most importantly, struggle and even fail. It is our job as 
parents and educators to encourage our children and students toward 
spiritual, academic, and emotional growth, setting challenges and 
goals before them that will help them develop into the men and 
women that God desires.  Perhaps one day, gathering around the 
flagpole to pray at PCHS will be as common as attending chapel or 
Bible class!

Last week we finished our P.O.P week with service 

projects Friday afternoon.  In their small groups, students served our 
community by cleaning trash from a portion of M-20, cleaning rooms 
at the Muskegon Rescue Mission, painting at Camp Henry, cleaning 
animal cages for the elderly of Newaygo Medical Care Facility, 
sorting recycled objects for Recycle for Newaygo County, and 
helping with various tasks around PCHS.  They had an enjoyable 
time while responding to God's calling to serve our neighbors.  Thank 
you to all the parents who made this afternoon possible by providing 
transportation!  

This week Tuesday we had a special speaker, Pam Stenzel.  
She speaks to high school students around the world about chastity 
and abstinence.  We were privileged to bring her to Providence.  She 
is an engaging speaker and a strong Christian.  She began by telling 
us that sex is a gift from God; it is meant to be enjoyed.  However, 
for it to be the amazing gift God intended it to be, we must follow His 
rules for how and when to use it.  Otherwise it will cause pain and 
harm in our lives.  God is very clear about when this gift can be used-
-only in a faithful marriage, and Pam Stenzel emphasized the 
simplicity of this rule.  It is not ok to have sex if you simply love 
someone or plan to marry a person.  It is only ok if you are married.  
Pam also wanted to make sure everyone was aware of the risks of 
having sex outside of a faithful marriage.  She claimed that most 
people worry most about getting pregnant because of sex outside of 
marriage, but she emphasized that was far from the worst thing that 
could happen.  Pregnancy is not a disease, but there are many actual 
diseases that we should be aware of, and these diseases cannot all be 
prevented by "safe sex" or by medications.  The choices we make 
regarding sex are life changing, and she encouraged us to follow 
God's laws when making these choices.  If we wander from God's 
laws, pain and suffering will follow, not because God is vindictive, 
but because He knows what is best for us.  He knows what a great 
gift sex can be if it is used to enrich the faithful relationship between 
a husband and a wife, and He wants us to choose to respect the laws 
He gives so that we can enjoy His gift to us.
