On that day, over 1000 donors 
came together in support of 54 Newaygo County non-profit 
organizations.  In all, over $400,000 was received, and over $800,000 
was presented to the organizations at a special celebration on October 
16.

National Honor Society 
It is year two now for our National Honor Society, and it is 

the time of year to go through the selection process.  We are currently 
in the process of getting it up and going and have met with those 
students who are eligible this year to apply for the National Honor 
Society.  Eligibility is determined by cumulative grade point average.  
An 11th grade student must have a cumulative grade point average of 
3.5 and a 12th grade student a cumulative grade point average of 3.0.  
Let me stress, this GPA only makes them eligible.  There is a 
rigorous application process that goes along with determination of 
acceptance into the National Honor Society.  Students have been 
given applications to be filled out which are due back to me by 
Wednesday, October 28, 2009 at 3:30 p.m.  No applications will be 
considered after that point in time.  Applications should be filled out 
very neatly, either neatly handwritten, or typed.  They should be 
filled out as fully as possible as well.  Once all applications are turned 
in the selection process will begin.  Teachers will rate students who 
are eligible in the areas of service, character and leadership.  Final 
eligibility is determined by our faculty committee who will look at 
teacher ratings and applications.  This committee is ultimately 
responsible for coming up for the final decision on whether or not a 
student is accepted into the National Honor Society. This decision 
will be made sometime in early November, and students will be 
notified of their acceptance in mid-November.  Once students have 
been notified of their acceptance, an induction ceremony will be 
planned for either mid-December or sometime in January to formally 
accept the students into the Providence Christian High School chapter 
of the National Honor Society.  Please understand that the 
nomination process and selection process are largely determined by 
the national level of the National Honor Society and it is their 
guidelines that we follow.  Should an 11th grader not be accepted this 
year, they will have the chance to reapply their 12th grade year should 
their grade point average still be acceptable.
